Chair of the EUROSAI Task Force
Dr. Valentyn Symonenko
welcomed the delegates and
opened the Meeting.

3.1 Ministry for Emergencies of Ukraine: National system for prevention and

consequences elimination of disasters in Ukraine

Brief summary of presentation by Mr. Viktor BARANCHUK, Deputy Minister for Emergencies of

Ukraine

The Deputy Minister for Emergencies of
Ukraine Mr. Viktor Baranchuk summarised the
highlights on the main strategic lines and
priorities of the Ministry while establishing a
national system for prevention of natural and
man-caused disasters.

According to Mr. Baranchuk, the Ministry is in
the process of developing an implementation
plan for the Hyogo framework for actions 2005-
2015: building the resilience of nations and
communities to disasters. Among structures of
the national preventive system
was established the Uniform
system of civil protection of
population of Ukraine, functional
subsystems to organize work on
emergencies  prevention  and
protection of population and
territories when a disaster strikes.
Additionally, the Ministry is
systematically examining a state
of readiness of central and local
authorities to react in case of
emergencies. The Government of

SAl of Poland: System for prevention and elimination of disasters and

Abstract of presentation given by Mr. Stefan Gados, Supreme Chamber of Control of the Republic

of Poland

The territory of Poland is divided into
voivodships, poviats and communes. The level
of commune and poviat local government is the
basis for building a crisis management system.
First of all it results from the acquired
administrative division of the country and joining
a part of the administration.

The lower the public administration level, the
greater the response is. At higher administrative
levels the response function is replaced by
activity coordination and providing support. To
ensure effective coordination of the system the
Government Crisis Management Team has
been established. Its members are: the Prime
Minister, ministers responsible for the most
important sectors of social and economic life
and heads of the special services. The crisis
management tasks of the government and local
government administration are determined by
regulations. At the central level the Government

Safety Centre supervised by the Prime Minister
has been created. The Centre monitors
potential hazards, starts procedures connected
with crisis management and deals with civil

planning. The Centre
works with the North

Atlantic Treaty
Organisation and
European Union
structures.

When a state of
natural disaster is
announced, the
commune, town and
city mayor, starost and
voivode respectively

are entitled to limit civil
liberties in the disaster
struck areas. The
abovementioned authorities perform activities
aimed at preventing or removing calamity
impact together with an appropriate crisis
management team.

The main tasks of crisis management teams
include:

v' evaluation of the existing and potential
hazards that could influence public safety
and forecasting the hazards,

v/ formulating  activity  proposals and
presenting conclusions to the Head of
Team as for execution, modification or
stopping activities included in the crisis
response plan,

v publishing information on hazards,

v' evaluating critical infrastructure protection
plans.

of disasters and catastrophes

Brief summary of presentation by Dr. Laslo KIRALY, Counsellor, State Audit Office of Hungary

Mr. Laslo Kiraly, SAl of Hungary, presented
the map of disaster vulnerability in the country,
classification of disasters, which formed the

basis for the civil emergency planning scheme,
establishment of professional and public
organizations responsible for defence of
population and preservation of tangible property
and environment. The speaker provided a
detailed description of the governmental and
interagency organizations system (committees
and working groups) operating at central,
regional and local levels of management and
outlined the activities of the National Directorate
General for Disaster Management — a
professional disaster management organization
headed by the Director General who supervises
some fire brigades of the Parliament and some
territorial directorates of civil protection.

3.4. SAIl of Belarus: National system for prevention and consequences elimination of
disasters in Belarus and activities of the State Control Committee of Belarus in this

field

Abstract of presentation given by Mr. Alexei KOVALCHUK, State Control Committee of the

Republic of Belarus.

The State system structure for prevention and
elimination of catastrophes has been adopted
by the resolution of the Government of the
Republic of Belarus in 2001; and this system
unites the state run public authorities and local
authorities and organizations.

The System is formed by the Commission for
Emergency Situations of the Council of

Ministers, the Ministry for Emergency
Situations; the territorial and  sectoral
subsystems.

The System has 4 levels: republican, territorial,
local, object. Every level has the coordinating
bodies, machinery of government, resources,
management-information  system,  material
resources. The coordinating bodies are the
commissions on republican, territorial, local and
sectoral levels.

The System operates in three regimes:
customary regime, all set regime or regime of
emergency.

The republican budget costs for the
implementation of the program aimed at
overcoming the consequences of the Chernobyl
NPP catastrophe are 22% (1991) to 2 %(2007).
Ca. $18.6 bhilion was spent to cover the
expenses for overcoming the consequences of
the catastrophe in 1991 — 2007.

The state program aimed at overcoming the
consequences of the Chernobyl APP
catastrophe  for  2006-2010 is  being
implemented in Belarus. The republican budget
(€ 1157.3 million) and the local budgets (€
59.7 million) are the funding recourses of this
program.

The measurements of the program are the
following:

v social rehabilitation and psychological
adjustment of the population — € 775.5
million (65%);

v’ radiation protection, reduction of radiation
doses, radio-ecological rehabilitation of the
territories — € 206.5 million (17%);

v social and economic security, development

of the settlements which are in
contaminated areas — € 158.8 million
(13%);

v' medical provision for suffered from the
catastrophe — € 38.2 million (3%);

v’ scientific achievements — € 8.7 million
(0.7%);

v’ radio-ecological  environmental  quality
monitoring, radiation monitoring — € 1.4
million (0.1%);

v" information support — € 0.5 million (0,04%);

v international cooperation — € 0.5 million
(0,04%);
v personnel training and retraining — € 0.08
million (0,01%).
The State Control Committee has restored to
the budget ca. € 340 thousand; applied
economic sanctions ca. € 250 thousand;
prevented unreasonable expenses ca. €7.4
million while carrying out the audits of draft on

budgetary funds channeled to the state
program aimed at overcoming the
consequences of the Chernobyl NPP

catastrophe in 2003-2008.

4.1 United Nations Development Programme: Reducing disaster risks and losses:
an UNDP approach to risk reduction

Brief summary of presentation by Dr. Jane S.P. MOCELLIN, Senior Early Recovery and Disaster

Risk Reduction Advisor of the United Nations Development Programme

Dr. Jane S.P. Mocellin focused on the issues
of reducing disaster risks and losses and
shared with the
UNDP approach to
risk reduction.
Particularly, the
facts, the data and
the key points were

given on  such
matters as the
global and

European trends in
floods occurrence,

sea level rise,
number of disasters
in terms of
frequency and
intensity. The
speaker presented

forecasting
scenarios for global
surface warming
until 2099 (as based on IPCC documentation),
trends in global average surface temperature,
global average sea level, snow cover, glaciers
and snowcaps levels. It was demonstrated the
mortality data in various regions of the globe
by classes of disasters (hydrometeorological,
geological, and biological).

Additionally, Dr. Mocellin underlined that in the
21% century an approach to disaster risk
management must be multisectoral and

multidisciplinary, and such an approach must
be a key-stone when drafting national plans,
legislature, as well as standard
operation procedures.

It was presented the concept and the
main UNDP principles of disaster-risk
reduction, such as making disaster risk

management a policy priority,
generating political commitment,
multisectoral responsibility, assigning

accountability for disaster losses and
impacts, allocating necessary resources
for disaster risk reduction, enforcement
of implementation of disaster risk
management (best practices and
lessons learned).

The presentation also focused on key
issues of climate change, such as
increase of floods risks, needs of
adaptation measures, improvement of
floods forecast and warning systems
etc.

Ultimately, the insight into the issue of disaster
prevention, i.e. the benefits of disaster
prevention and the problem of investing in
prevention was given.

Brief summary of presentation by Mrs. Mariya SHULEZHKO, Director of Audit Department,

Accounting Chamber of Ukraine

Mrs. Mariya Shulezhko informed the Meeting
participants about the major challenges of
nowadays in humanitarian sphere. She
presented the dynamics for the last 30 years
on various types of disasters, number of
people Kkilled by clusters of disasters and
economic losses worldwide. In accordance
with the delivered data, the most frequent and

destructive natural disasters in Europe are
floods and storms.

It was mentioned that currently there is no
unified method for calculating direct and

indirect losses caused by disasters, no
consensus regarding the best practice of
disasters database maintenance,

methodological approach to the definition,
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accounting of disasters and techniques of data
collection. At the same time systematic

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4.3. SAl of Iceland: Iceland - Disasters and Catastrophes: Volcanic Eruptions,

Earthquakes and Nuclear Wastes

Abstract of presentation given by Mr. Ketill SIGURJONSSON, National Audit Office of Iceland

Despite recent financial crisis in the Icelandic
financial system, Iceland is one of the most
developed, safest and socially advanced
countries of the world. This roughly 100
thousands sq km island, with 320 thousands
inhabitants, is situated right on the Mid-Atlantic
Ridge, resulting in abundant geothermal
resources — and frequent earthquakes and
volcanic eruptions.

This has lead to the adoption of an ambitious
and extremely well planned monitoring system,
plus comprehensive planning on what to do and
how to react when nature “strikes”.

The most dramatic event in the last few
decades was the sudden volcanic eruption on
Heimaey Island, a small island with a fishing
village, located just south of the Icelandic coast.
The volcanic rift opened in the middle of a dark
January-night in 1973, almost without any
warning for the five thousand inhabitants on the
island. Despite the fact that the eruption started
at the edge of the village not a single person
was injured. And within a day all the inhabitants
had been evacuated to the “mainland”.
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Because of the
geographical location,
smaller earthquakes
are very common in
Iceland. It is not
expected Iceland will
ever experience a
stronger earthquake

than 7.5 on the Richter
scale. And earthquakes
above 5 Richter are
rare. However, Iceland
experienced a couple
of very strong
earthquakes (above 6
Richter) in 2000 and again in 2008, with some

damage to houses in the southern part of the
country.

It was given an overview of how Icelandic
authorities prepare themselves and the
nation, for catastrophes of this kind.
Furthermore, it was also focused on the
dangers that may be linked to tankers sailing
with nuclear waste through the Icelandic
Exclusive Economic Zone. This is an
important issue for Iceland, as Iceland’s
most important exports are fisheries
products. A nuclear-accident or other
nuclear pollution could have severe
consequences for the whole Icelandic
economy and its people.

4.4. SAl of Ukraine: Activities of the Accounting Chamber of Ukraine in the field of
elimination of consequences of natural disasters

Abstract of presentation given by Mr. Denys NIKITIN, Head of Audit Division, Accounting Chamber

of Ukraine

Development of disasters prevention systems
and efficiency of measures to eliminate the
consequences of natural disasters are
constantly in the focus of activities of the
Accounting Chamber of Ukraine.

One of the major directions in this field is
auditing measures to prevent floods. Flooding

of lands and settlements causes material
damages and losses and leads to the offshore
movement of sediments and, thus, to the
exclusion of territories.

During the last 4 years the Accounting
Chamber of Ukraine conducted three parallel
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audits on
including:

v" Ukrainian-Hungarian parallel audit of the
flood control preparedness in the Upper
Tisza Region (2005);

v’ Parallel audit of measures to prevent floods
on the transboundary waters of Ukraine
and Poland (2006);

v Parallel audit of the Agreement between
the governments of Ukraine and Slovak
Republic on cross-border water
management (2007);

and 2 audits on the stream bank erosion issues:

v' Ukrainian-Belarussian-Polish parallel audit
of protection of the waters in the Bug River

the flood protection measures,

basin from
pollution (2006);

v" Ukrainian-
Bulgarian parallel
audit of the
Bucharest
Convention on

protection of the
Black See from
pollution (2008).

All audit mentioned
above were focused
on the assessment of
the management

process and the results of functioning of one or
another authority or implementation of one or
another program.

Main expected results of the audits:

v Develop common understanding and
identification of common problems that are
to be solved by the state government;

v Assess efficiency of the existing
organization frameworks and activities that
are being carried out in this sphere;

v' Assess ability of the countries to fulfill
undertaken liabilities with due regard to
their resources available (financial, human,
administrative etc.);

v' Develop recommendations on how to
improve the situation.

Obtained results are of a big practical value
in such matters as:

v' developing joint environment policy of
the neighboring countries regarding river
basins or cross-border issues;

v informing the international community
on the problems of common concern
and the possibilities to obtain financial
assistance or consultations;

v' developing more complex approaches
by the governments of the neighboring
countries while elaborating national
plans to improve the environment.

5.1. European Court of Auditors: European Court of Auditors’ audit experience in
the field of prevention and elimination of consequences of disasters and
catastrophes: lessons learned and prospects

Brief summary of the presentation by Mr. Jacek UCZKIEWICZ, Member of the European Court of

Auditors

Mr. Jacek Uczkiewicz, European Court of
Auditors, delivered a principal paper on the
European Court's experience in auditing
disaster-related matters dwelling particularly on
the Commission’s framework for disaster
response, Court’s audit strategy for 2009-2012
and humanitarian aid, as well as the results of

three relevant Court’s audits. According to Mr.
Uczkiewicz, the Commission’s framework is
rather complex splitting into 2 aid channels
designated for both EU members and those
outside the Union. The Court’s audit strategy for
2009-2012 seeks to ensure that substantial
earmarked financial resources (about EUR 750
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million available) have been used efficiently,
economically and effectively to mitigate
possible aid risks in the unstructured
environment with limited possibility of controls.

Recently European auditors have conducted
several audits on disaster-related and
humanitarian aid. Their findings were included
into the following reports: 1) Special Report No
3/2008 The European Union Solidarity Fund:
how rapid, efficient and flexible is it? 2) Special
Report No 3/2006 The European Commission
Humanitarian Aid Response to the Tsunami
and 3) Special Report No 6/2008 European
Commission Rehabilitation Aid Following the
Tsunami and Hurricane Mitch.

Based on aforementioned audit results, the
European auditors expressed positive opinions
and made favourable observations as to the

Commission  structures’ performance in
demonstrating solidarity with affected states in
major disaster situations and providing vital
services and meeting basic needs of the people
suffered.

At the same time the speaker indicated a
number of problem areas to be improved and
elaborated recommendations for the
Commission in this regard:

+ with a view of existing complex network of
interactions to enhance cooperation and
coordination between EU donor structures and
NGOs and other international organisations
(UN, Red Cross) to ensure a smooth link
between short-term relief efforts and longer-
term reconstruction;

» to develop a clearly quantified output targets,
as well as comparative cost information for all
projects to monitor and demonstrate the
efficiency of implementation;

The Court sought to answer the following questions:

(a) Did the Fund provide a rapid response to the applicants, i.e.
states or regions affected by a disaster?

(b) Was the aid granted efficiently?.

(c) Was the Fund’s response to applicants flexible without
compromising the principle of equitable treatment?.

(d) Are applicants satisfied with the Fund?

The audit was mainly carried out through interviews, file
examination at the Commission and analysis of the data collected.

In addition, the Court carried out an electronic survey by addressing
questionnaires to the 37 applicants out of 41 in 17 states that had
sought aid from the Fund.

5.2. SAl of Belgium: Belgium - draft legislation to extend the audit remit of the Court

of Audit to NGOs

Abstract of presentation given by Mr. Wim FRANCOIS, Senior President’s Office Deputy Director,

Belgian Court of Audit

In Belgium a recent bill aims at extending the
legal audit
mandate of the
Belgian Court of
Audit to certain
NGOs. According
to the first version
of the bill the Court
of Audit could
extend its audit to
the management
of funds collected
by private sector
organizations
having appealed
to public generosity. At the same time a bill
aimed at amending the Court’s constitutional
audit mandate was introduced. The origin of the
draft legislation lies in France, more specifically
a French legislative Act of 1991.

In an advice to Parliament the Belgian Court of
Audit noticed that the scope of both bills differs

substantially. Moreover Belgium has no legal
framework for the management of funds
collected by organizations appealing to
public generosity. Before the Court of
Audit can take up its new audit
competence, Parliament has to legislate
on a number of issues.

According to a new version of the bill
aimed at extending its legal audit mandate,
the Court of Audit could audit the use of
funds collected by non-profit organizations
or foundations that have appealed to
public  generosity through  national
campaigns for donations. Both bills are still
pending.

The presentation points to the importance of the
legal and constitutional audit mandate of a
Supreme Audit Institution and to the importance
of the SAI being implied in the lawmaking in
that respect, all the more when it concerns
auditing of private sector entities.

5.3. SAl of the Russian Federation: Activity of the Accounts Chamber of the Russian
Federation in the field of auditing the funds allocated to elimination of the
consequences of the Chernobyl NPP accident

Abstract of presentation given by Mr. Nikolay SOPOV, Senior Inspector of the Accounts Chamber

of the Russian Federation

The presentation is devoted to the
“Program aimed at the prevention
of the consequences of the
nuclear disasters (2001 — 2010)",
which was adopted by the
government of the Russian
Federation on August 29, 2001.

During the presentation it was
informed on the goals and tasks
of the Program, the organizations
involved and their responsibility
and activity. The presenter

believes that the description of
the Program will be useful for
understanding the role of SAl in
one of the most difficult fields of
audit.

The presentation includes an
overview of the activities of the
Accounts Chamber of the
Russian Federation within the
Program, what could be used by
European SAls not only to take
into  consideration  available
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experience but also to work out their own
complex of measures of auditing the funds

allocated to elimination of the consequences of
the nuclear accidents.

Brief summary of presentation by Mr. Igor ZAREMBA, Director of Audit Department of the

Accounting Chamber of Ukraine

In his presentation Mr. Igor Zaremba, SAIl of
Ukraine, shared the experience of the
Accounting Chamber of Ukraine in auditing
prevention and
consequences

elimination of man-
caused disasters
and catastrophes in
industry and
transport. The
speaker focused on
the main sources of
risks of man-caused
accidents and
disasters in Ukraine.
As an example he
used three audits conducted by the Accounting

Chamber in 2008: the audit of uranium wastes
treatment in the Dnipropetrovsk Oblast; the
audit of disaster risks at the Tashlytska power
storage plant; performance audit of national
navigation safety system operation. The above
audits revealed high risks of man-caused
disasters in the country caused by improper
protection of the wastes storage places,
absence of technical and economic justification
for building some industrial objects, reduction of
reliability and deterioration of locks and failure
to carry out preventive maintenances.

Based on the audit results the Accounting
Chamber of Ukraine recommended the
Government to make appropriate amendments
to the existing legislation and introduce norms
and rules for more strict responsibility, as well
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as stimulating measures and incentives, searching for new financial options.

7 Results of the questionnaire

Preparing for | Meeting, the Secretariat of the EUROSAI Task Force compiled a questionnaire to
be answered by the TF members. When developing this survey the aim we pursued was as
follows:

v' to identify the most suitable and appropriate forms of collaboration
between the Task Force participants as well as to determine further
specific activities of the Task Force directed to the fulfillment of its
strategic goals and, particularly, to ensure efficient communication,
learning from each other, exchange of information, experiences and
lessons learned.

We have obtained responses from 15 member SAls (88 %). This includes 11 responses from SAls
that participated in | Meeting in Kyiv and 4 responses from SAls that did not attend.

The picture of the survey is as here below.



1. What activities, in your opinion, are needed to make the work of the Task Force most
efficient?

In the responders’ opinion, the most needed activities are:

1) Maintaining webpage — 13 responses;

2) Organize general meetings at least once in a year — 10 responses;

3) Regular informing by the Accounting Chamber of the Task Force progress
and news by e-mail — 7 responses;

4) Organize, if possible, physical meetings of participants within various
meetings of EUROSAI and EUROSAI Working Group on Environmental
Auditing — 7 responses;

5) Seminars/ training courses- 5 responses.

2. What are the spheres to which you could best contribute your skills/experiences within the
Task Force’s work? (Tick all that applies)

Here we have obtained valuable information about our prospective specific
partners in fulfilling the TF’s projects. The SAls expressed their readiness to
contribute as follows:

1) Developing surveys and analysis of the obtained results — 6 responses;
2) Conducting audits on the topic — 6 responses;

3) Developing glossaries of terms — 5 responses;

4) Developing guidelines (methodology) — 4 responses;

5) Database maintenance — 1 response.

3. What is your vision about your role in the Task Force? (Tick all that applies)

The responses were equally given in favor of participating in the projects on
one hand and sharing information, experiences, know-how, best practice/
lessons learned on the other hand (7 responses for each question).

4. What information would you like to find on the Task Force webpage?

The most frequently mentioned was methodology and results of audits
carried out in the field of prevention and elimination of disasters and
catastrophes. Other information mentioned by the responders was about
related audit statistics, ongoing audits on the field, examples of guidelines
implementation, contact information, final documents reflecting the meetings
outcomes, draft documents to be exhibited for the participants’ opinion, and
information on the Work Plan fulfillment progress.

5. Do you have any tips on how could we make the layout of the Task Force webpage most
useful for you?

There was a suggestion to introduce a section that would allow the users to
communicate and discuss the TF-related issues.

6. What specific information in the field of auditing prevention and consequences elimination of
disasters and catastrophes would be most useful/ interesting for you? (Tick all that applies)

The fields of interest rated highest were:

1) Methodology of the audits and examples of best practice/ lessons learned
— 12 responses;
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2) Information on the completed, ongoing and planned audits — 11
responses;

3) Specific knowledge on the audits — 8 responses;

4) Information on experts and SAls representatives that are experienced in
auditing prevention and consequences elimination of disasters and
catastrophes — 5 responses.

7. What activities during general meeting would be the most useful for you? (Tick all that best
applies)

The priority of activities, as according to the responders, is as follows:
1) Thematic sessions — 9 responses;

2) Seminars/ training as combined with the meetings — 5 responses;

3) Small group discussions — 5 responses;

4) Information exchange: dissemination of printed materials, bulletins,
leaflets, poster display etc. - 5 responses;

5) Practical workshops of project leaders and project participants - 4
responses.

8. What organizations would it be relevant for the Task Force to establish a network with?

A whole number of organizations were mentioned here, the World Bank, UN,
CRED are referred to most frequently.

9. How can we best use experts and representatives from SAls and international organizations
in the work of the Task Force?

According to the majority of responders’ opinion, the experts from SAls and
international organizations can be best used during the TF meetings as key-
note speakers, in the development of guidelines (guidance materials) and in
the conducting of audits.

10. Could you please specify the topics within the field of prevention and disasters elimination of
disasters and catastrophes that would be of the most interest/ use for you? (possible topics for
future meetings, seminars, training, projects ect.)

We obtained a lot of suggestions. Repeated topics were referred to the
audits of floods prevention, pollution of cross-boundary water bodies (seas,
rivers, lakes), methodology of planning and conducting audits in the field,
best practice and lessons learned from the audits made so far.

Summary of the Questionnaire Results

The survey has shown that our members are mainly interested in meeting
and discussing the challenges and lessons learned/ best practice they faced
when auditing the TF-related topics. Among specific topics of interest are
audits of floods prevention, pollution of cross-boundary water bodies (seas,
rivers, lakes) and methodology of planning and conducting audits in the field.
It will be kept in mind while preparing for the next TF’ meetings and
organizing the group work during those events.

Another point of interest for the TF’'s members is information sharing on
completed and ongoing audits of prevention and elimination of the disaster
consequences. The webpage deems to be useful in this regard and we have
obtained some valuable tips how to develop and maintain our webpage.
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We have also collected information on what international organizations could
be involved into the TF activities and how to take the utmost of their experts.
And finally, we have obtained a picture of the roles that our members
prescribe to themselves within the Task Force on the audit of funds allocated
to disasters and catastrophes.

Appendix 3: Approved Terms of Reference

Background

Supreme Audit Institutions (hereinafter referred to as SAIls) realize the scope of natural and
man-caused disasters in Europe which pose a threat to the social, economic and ecological
safety on the whole continent.

It is thus necessary to further draw the SAIs’ attention and concerns — taking into account
their national audit mandate - to the problems of effective and efficient use of the public (state)
funds allocated for their prevention and consequences elimination of these negative phenomena.
In addition, this issue should be a subject of a systematic and large-scale study from the
methodology point of view, including a review of preventive measures applied and the efficiency
of implementation and functioning of national systems for the prevention and consequences
elimination of disasters and catastrophes.

Realizing the international character of natural and man-caused disasters, the
consequences of which usually impact on regions covering more than one country, having a good
understanding of necessity to consolidate the SAls’ efforts in this regard and taking into account
the lessons learned while conducting the audit of disaster consequences elimination, it was
decided to establish the EUROSAI Task Force on the Audit of Funds Allocated to Disasters and
Catastrophes (hereinafter referred to as the EUROSAI Task Force) with the Accounting Chamber
of Ukraine as its Chair at the VIl EUROSAI Congress in June 2008 in Krakow, Poland

The EUROSAI Task Force was established as a successor to the former EUROSAI WGEA
Special Subgroup on the Audit of Natural, Man-caused Disasters Consequences and Radioactive
Wastes Elimination (hereinafter referred to as the EUROSAI WGEA Special Subgroup) that had
acted from November 2006 until June 2008. To implement the tasks specified in its Terms of
Reference, the Special Subgroup carried out the International Co-ordinated Audit of the
Chernobyl Shelter Fund in 2007-2008, with 9 SAls involved and the SAI of Ukraine as the Audit
Co-ordinator. The Joint Audit Report was officially signed and presented during the VIl EUROSAI
Congress.

Pursuant to the Resolution of the VII EUROSAI Congress on the establishment of the
EUROSAI Task Force its mission, strategic goals and values were formulated.

Mission
EUROSAI Task Force shall seek to fulfil its mission, which is to:

e coordinate and consolidate the efforts of European SAls towards increasing their
awareness of the disasters and catastrophes and to help governments develop the
effective and efficient instruments of disasters and catastrophes prevention and
consequences elimination.

Strategic Goals

While focusing mainly on auditing the preparedness of appropriate institutions to mitigate
the consequences of disasters and catastrophes, the following Strategic Goals were developed:

1.Surveying the prevention and consequences elimination of disasters and
catastrophes, the funds allocated thereto and the relevant audits, and
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contributing to audits, in particular concurrent or coordinated audits, by European
SAls.

2.Developing the methodology and capacity building of SAls in the field of auditing
the prevention and consequences elimination of disasters and catastrophes.

3.Enhancing the collaboration and setting up new contacts between SAls within the
framework of the EUROSAI Task Force activities, facilitating the information
sharing between European SAls and training.

4.Developing a common approach and coordination of the efforts with the INTOSAI
and EUROSAI working bodies, as well as other international organizations.

Values

While achieving the Strategic Goals of the EUROSAI Task Force its members shall share
the following values:

e Cooperative spirit

e Integrity

e Looking outwards

¢ Making a difference

¢ Open communications

e Professional excellence.
Fundamentals of the EUROSAI Task Force

Activities of the EUROSAI Task Force are guided by the EUROSAI Statute, these Terms of
Reference and the Work Plan for 2009-2011.

Membership

Official statement in writing about the intention to cooperate shall deem to be sufficient for a
SAl to join the EUROSAI Task Force membership.

The EUROSAI Task Force shall adhere in its work to the principle of transparency and shall
thus be open to membership for all European SAls and cooperate with other SAls and
international organisations dealing with the issues of prevention and consequences elimination of
disasters and catastrophes.

The EUROSAI Task Force shall be chaired by the Accounting Chamber of Ukraine. The
EUROSAI Task Force Secretariat shall be located in Kyiv, Ukraine, and shall be funded by the
SAl of Ukraine.

Language
Working languages of the Task Force shall be Ukrainian, English and Russian.
Meetings and Communication

The EUROSAI Task Force mandate shall extend from 2008 through 2011 (between the
VIl EUROSAI Congress in 2008 in Poland and the VIII EUROSAI Congress in 2011 in Portugal).

The EUROSAI Task Force shall meet on the regular basis to decide its routine questions
and make joint key decisions. The frequency of the meetings of the EUROSAI Task Force shall
be decided in due course, but not less that once a year.

| Meeting of the EUROSAI Task Force is scheduled for March 2009 in Kyiv, Ukraine.
Reporting

The Task Force shall be established under the EUROSAI structure and shall report to the
EUROSAI Governing Board.

Upon the approval of its Terms of Reference and Work Plan for 2009-2011, the Accounting
Chamber of Ukraine as the Chair of the EUROSAI Task Force shall report to the EUROSAI
Governing Board meeting in 2009.
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Final report of the EUROSAI Task Force along with the proposals on its further status and
prospective activities shall be presented at the next VIII EUROSAI Congress in 2011 in Portugal.

Funding of the EUROSAI Task Force

Participating SAls shall incur all costs including those to participate in the meetings of the
EUROSAI Task Force. The SAls hosting the relevant meetings of the EUROSAI Task Force shall
cover such meeting costs.

Expected results:
1. Creation of a database of the audits of natural and man-caused disasters in Europe.

2. Development of the glossary of terms on auditing the funds allocated for the
prevention and consequences elimination of disasters and catastrophes.

3. Conduction of the audit of the funds allocated for the prevention and consequences
elimination of disasters and catastrophes.

4. Elaboration of the recommendations (guidelines) for the SAls which carry out audits
of the funds allocated for the prevention and consequences elimination of disasters
and catastrophes based on obtained and summarized SAIs’ experience.

Appendix 4: Approved Work Plan for 2009-2011

This Work Plan sets out the Strategic Goals and proposed activities of the EUROSAI Task
Force on the Audit of Funds Allocated to Disasters and Catastrophes (hereinafter referred to as
the EUROSAI Task Force) for the period from 2009 to 2011 according to its Terms of Reference.

Strategic Goals

While focusing mainly on auditing the preparedness of appropriate institutions to mitigate
the consequences of disasters and catastrophes, the following Strategic Goals were developed:

1. Surveying the prevention and consequences elimination of disasters and
catastrophes, the funds allocated thereto and the relevant audits, and contributing
to audits, in particular concurrent or coordinated audits, by European SAls.

2. Developing the methodology and capacity building of SAls in the field of auditing
the prevention and consequences elimination of disasters and catastrophes.
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3. Enhancing the collaboration and setting up new contacts between SAls within the
framework of the EUROSAI Task Force activities, facilitating the information
sharing between European SAls and training.

4. Developing a common approach and coordination of the efforts with the INTOSAI
and EUROSAI working bodies, as well as other international organizations.

Expected results:

1. Creation of a database of the audits of natural and man-caused disasters in
Europe.

2. Development of the glossary of terms on auditing the funds allocated for the
prevention and consequences elimination of disasters and catastrophes.

3. Conduction of the audit of the funds allocated for the prevention and
consequences elimination of disasters and catastrophes.

4. Elaboration of the recommendations (guidelines) for the SAls which carry out
audits of the funds allocated for the prevention and consequences elimination of
disasters and catastrophes based on obtained and summarized SAIs’ experience.

Strategic Goal 1: Surveying and Contributing to Audits

Goal

Surveying the prevention and consequences elimination of disasters and catastrophes, the
funds allocated thereto and the relevant audits, and contributing to audits, in particular concurrent
or coordinated audits, by European SAls.

Rationale

European SAls monitor, subject to their national audit mandate and audit programme, the
occurrence of disasters and catastrophes and their consequences elimination.

The practice shows that auditing the disasters and catastrophes by SAls proved to be a
powerful tool for enhancing the control and monitoring of these negative phenomena at the
national level as well as for the determining of bottleneck in the management and raising the level
of social, economic and ecological safety in the countries.

However, as of today only a few SAls have carried out the audits of prevention of disasters
and catastrophes, including performance audit of the existing national disaster-preventive
systems and introduced preventive measures.

Thus, among other things, the question of disasters and catastrophes prevention will also
be in the EUROSAI Task Force’s special focus.

For this purpose the EUROSAI Task Force plans to commence its work with conducting the
guestionnaire among EUROSAI and collecting the information on large-scale natural and man-
caused disasters in Europe, their nature and classification, flows of international aid, major
donors and recipients, measures taken by the governments of the affected countries and
identified risks. Additionally, the EUROSAI Task Force will be interested in the lessons learned,
examples of best practice and risk areas that were established before by SAls while auditing the
disasters and catastrophes. This will enable to determine perspective topics for collaboration on
the issues that are the most pressing and pose the greatest interest for the majority of
interviewed SAls.

The audit of the funds allocated for the prevention and consequences elimination of
disasters and catastrophes based on the questionnaire findings will finalize the activities under
the given Goal.
